Permissible recruiting activities
e Correspondence during the dead period:
» May be mailed to a prospect’s home while the prospect is par-
ticipating at a certified or non-scholastic event.
» May be sent directly to a prospect while the prospect is partici-
pating at a non-certified event.
» May be sent to a prospect who is not participating in any event.
» No electronic correspondence may be sent to prospects who are
on-call and at the competition site.
e Telephone calls (which may not occur once a prospect has reported
on-call for any event during the dead period):
» One call in July to prospects who have completed the sopho-
more year of high school.
» Two calls per week to prospects who have completed the senior
year of high school.
» One call per week to two-year or four-year college prospects.
e Contact by an institutional staff member with a prospect who is en-
rolled in the institution’s summer term (i.e., summer session or

or other written commitment to attend the institution.
